Background

This course is the final in a sequence that can lead to the state Gifted Program Coordinator license (5013).  Prerequisite coursework is offered through a joint program of UW-Whitewater and UW-Stevens Point, and includes competencies needed for both the gifted teacher (supplementary 1013) and the gifted coordinator licenses.  Note that school pupil personnel professionals (psychologists, counselors, and social workers) may apply for the 5013 license. Prerequisites and Eligibility

The three "core courses" in gifted education (Foundations, Psychological Issues, and Curriculum & Methods) or their equivalent must be completed successfully as prerequisites for this course; if you are interested in both the add-on gifted teacher license (1013) and the gifted coordinator license (5013), it also makes sense to take the GT teacher practicum course first (offered by UW-Stevens Point), but it is not a prerequisite for this course.  If you already hold the 1013 (formerly the 014) license or have completed the three core courses and have a suitable practicum setting and local supervisor, just contact Dr. Pamela Clinkenbeard at clinkenp@uww.edu to apply for course and coordinator licensure enrollment permission.
Description
Students will understand, analyze, and apply the administrative, legal, educational, and advocacy issues involved in coordinating district-level gifted and talented education programming.  Students will develop a practicum project in their own district: for example, students may choose to create district-wide in-service professional development, or to develop an evaluation plan for their district’s gifted and talented programming.  Projects will be developed in the context of larger educational movements including Response to Intervention, student standards and SLOs, diversity and multiculturalism, and assessment of both students and teachers.  Course competencies are based on two sets of DPI standards (the seven administrator standards and the eight program coordinator competencies) as well as NAGC's advanced standards for gifted and talented educators.  Course participants will identify a local supervisor and will also have a university supervisor.
